· The evaluation is consistently linked back to the design specification and initial user requirements

· Reference is made to the effectiveness of numerical modelling techniques

· The evaluation of the candidate’s own performance refers to aspects of problem solving techniques and/or the system life cycle – both positive and negative aspects are considered, with suggested improvements being clearly linked to the negative aspects identified

· The report is well-structured with suitable headings and subheadings and with a logical order of points – and there are no spelling/grammar errors.
